1. Advantages





( Lighter than solid cubes


( Transparent at all wavelengths


( No transmission though glass that may 	have thermal gradients


( No polarization effects


( High gain by using a single dihedral angle 	offset





2. Disadvantages





( Smaller acceptance angle


( Low range of velocity aberration if 	narrow return beam is used





3. Potential problems





( Joints may be unstable under thermal 	stress


( Thermal gradients can warp the surfaces 	or change the dihedral angles
